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A few words from Fr. Dariusz 
 Congratulations!!! Our CSA goal has been reached. As some of 

you are aware, only the Christmas collection and any money 

collected after reaching the CSA goal are tax free, which means 

we do not pay any assessment on this money to the Archdiocese 

of Detroit. Thank you again for supporting our parish. I hope you 

are enjoying your summer. So far we have been blessed with nice 

weather. Make sure you take some time to spend with your family   

and friends. Some of you already have home grown vegetables.  

 Good for you! I can see some  tomatoes on my plants. 

 The readings for this Sunday are about our perseverance in our living faith. This 

means we need to be persistent, to continue without stopping. This also means that when 

we start something we need to finish it to the end. Our living faith includes worshipping 

the Lord, continuously struggling to inherit the salvation that we have received through 

Jesus Christ, and to continuously be concerned for the salvation of our brothers and sis-

ters in Christ. Such is persevering in our living faith. 

 In the First Reading, we read that Moses had a living faith in God. He feared Him 

and  was faithful and obedient to Him. In his faithfulness to God, he was also concerned 

for those who lived in his environment. We read today that Abraham was concerned that 

God would destroy Sodom if fifty righteous souls were not found within the city. On 

behalf of a lesser number of righteous souls, even ten, Abraham obtained Godôs uncondi-

tional promise that He would not destroy the city. Unfortunately, as history tells us, ten 

righteous persons could not be found and the city was destroyed by God. 

 The Second Reading reminds us of the need to persevere in our living faith in Christ. 

It reminds us to live our lives in Jesus, rooted and built up in Him and established in the 

faith, just as we were taught, flourishing in thanksgiving. Only in our Lord Jesus is found 

the mystery of the fullness of salvation. When we were buried with Christ in baptism, we 

were also raised with Him through faith in the power of God, who raised Christ from the 

dead. When we were dead in our trespasses, God made us alive together with Him when 

He forgave all our trespasses. 

 In the Gospel, Luke reminds us of the necessity to persevere in our prayer life, 

which is a reflection of our true faith in God. If we truly have come to know Jesus in 

faith, then this spiritual encounter creates a growing bond between Jesus and us as indi-

viduals and allows us to enjoy a daily personal relationship in the fullness of the Blessed 

Trinity, the Father and the Holy Spirit revealed to us through Jesus Christ. To emphasize 

the importance of persevering in prayer, Jesus told the story of a friend asking to borrow 

three loaves of bread from his neighbor at midnight. Jesus concluded the story by saying 

that ñbecause of his persistence, he will get up and give him whatever he needs.ò It is 

because no one in the neighborôs family will be able to sleep in peace unless the loaves 

of bread are provided. Jesus concluded His teaching by saying that if you ask, it will be 

given to you; if you search, you will find; and if you knock, the door will be opened to 

you. While there is no assurance that we will suddenly receive what we ask for, by perse-

vering in our request, sooner or later, the Lord will answer our prayers. This is persever-

ing in the living faith. May the Lord be with you this week.

We need all types of food such as: Ce-

real, Juice, Peanut Butter, Jelly, Canned Milk, Macaroni & Cheese, Spaghetti 

Sauce, Spaghetti Noodles, Spaghetti-Oôs, Canned Meat, All Varieties of Soups, 

Canned Fruit, Pancake Mix & Syrup, Pork & Beans, Sloppy Joe Mix, Canned 

Vegetables, Laundry Detergent, Bar Soap, Toothpaste, Toilet Paper, Baby Food, 

Diapers, Childrenôs Snacks, Milk, Eggs, Meat.
